There is a real fear that comes with facing a blank page or canvas — one that paralyses
many people and blocks creativity. But what if the page wasn’t blank? What if, with
guidance, that simply stopped mattering?

We stopped painting when we left school, without questioning that in our earliest years
painting was our language. We communicated through images. But the moment judgement
arrived — and institutions shifted towards practices where creativity has no place — we
abandoned that language.

Guided by artist Paula Fraile, we reconnect with the child who used to paint and, from that
place and without judgement, we begin to find our way back into the language of painting.

The workshop unfolds in three phases:
e Group opening, around the question: when was the last time you painted?
e Connection with materials: explanation of techniques and possibilities, and several
exercises to discover what feels right for you.
¢ Finalimage.

We will be accompanied by a live DJ set throughout the journey.
